St. Dismas Guild is a non profit organization that provides Catholic books and materials free of charge to inmates and those who cannot afford them. We rely on donations and volunteer workers to make this Ministry possible but do not participate in fund raising events. 
All our books are soft cover and are mailed in boxes or cardboard mailers, no bubble wrap or padded mailers are used. Books are sent Library Mail and take up to 3 weeks to arrive. 

It is Not our policy to send Bulk items into any Facility or Library; we only send materials to individuals. Enclosed is an order form (also available on our website) that can be copied and distributed to individual inmates to request our materials. It is not necessary to use a form; it is just for convenience.  The books will be sent directly to the inmate unless we are notified of other mailing policies.  
We do offer Rosaries in Bulk Order to Chaplains.  Just send us email or letter and we will gladly send you 10 Rosaries with How to Pray the Rosary Pamphlet. 
When we receive a request (about 40 per week), the person’s name is added to our database to receive a Monthly Newsletter and keep track of all requests, then their letter is placed into our Chapel to remember each inmate and lift them in prayer. 
We welcome personal testimonies and questions for our newsletter, although we cannot publish each one we receive. We also offer a mentoring program, faith based only, men to men and women to women.
